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RAW stands for Rapid Article Writing.  
 
Turn the page to page 3.  
 

1.  The RAW Mindset - “Oh yeah, says who?” 
 
If somebody’s told you, “You can’t write,” if you’ve even told yourself you can’t write or you 
don’t like to write or you can’t do this, then I say, “Oh yeah, says who?” Because I was once told 
I couldn’t write and believed it, I didn’t finish my dissertation for my PhD in Marriage and 
Family Therapy. Here I am a few years later, and frankly, I’ll compare my income statements 
with any of my professors that told me I couldn’t write, or anybody else for that matter that 
told me that. 
 
We’re going to look at What it ain’t, What it is, and How to install and keep it. 
 
What it ain’t 
 
I know there are people on the line, when I talk about writing 100 articles in 100 days, or like I 
talk with my AMTCers about writing an article a day that think, or even say out loud, “I could 
never do that,” or something to that effect. 
 
Instead of quoting yourself over and over and over with your limitation, try a different quote on 
for size on the second line under What it ain’t. This is from Richard Bach, the author of 
Jonathan Livingston Seagull and Illusions and other books like that. He says, “Argue for your 
limitations, and sure enough they’re yours.” 
 
If you argue for your limitation and your can’ts enough, you’ll convince yourself and you’ll 
convince everyone else, and what good is that going to do you? 
 
What it is 
 
This is another thing to write down, this is a good quote – 
 

The greater your number of articles, the greater all your other numbers will be.  
 
Some guy named Jeff Herring said that. He says that a lot, because it’s true. The greater your 
number of articles, the greater all your other numbers will be. Numbers like traffic to your 
websites and blogs, subscribers, visitors, viewers, members, listeners, prospects, publicity, and 
profits, the greater your income. 
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If I want more traffic, I write more articles. If I want more visitors, viewers, and prospects, I 
write more articles. If I want more subscribers and listeners, I write more articles. If I want more 
publicity, I write more articles. If I want more income, I’ll get to the bottom line here of revenue 
generation, if I want more income, I write more articles. It’s as simple as that. 
 
When you think about it, that’s pretty cool and pretty incredible that you can have something 
that you know that if you do more of it, it will bring you more of those things. That is very, very, 
very powerful. I encourage, I implore you, I encourage you to use that piece of information. 
 
We looked at what it isn’t, we look at what is, the Rapid Article Mindset.  
 
How to install and keep it 
 
Simple, folks, create your articles, promote them, and reap the benefits. When you do that, it 
makes this process go much faster and makes you enjoy it more, and makes you do it more.  
 
There’s going to be times when you don’t feel like doing it. Here’s my question, the next time 
you tell yourself you don’t feel like doing something I want you to try on a new question. When 
you tell yourself, “I don’t feel like doing this,” then ask the question, “And just what does that 
have to do with it?” 
 
So what if you don’t feel like doing it? If you know it brings you the results you want, do it 
anyway.  
 
I had lunch a little while ago with my first grader and 200 other screaming first graders, and he 
was playing with this little knot, this little bump on top of my right wrist. I know there’s a name 
for it, but it’s from typing so much, it’s from spending so much time on the computer. And 
there it is as I bend my wrist back and forth. So what? However much income is coming in from 
all this I do is going to more than take care of that if I need to do anything about it.  
 
So what if you don’t feel like it. The way to install and keep this mindset is create your articles, 
promote them, and reap the benefits. So next time you sit down and write an article or you 
know you need to work on your business, “Oh, I just don’t feel like it,” ask yourself that 
question. “Just want does that have to do with it?” And the answer is really, “Nothing. Do it 
anyway.” 
 
Create your articles, promote them, and reap the benefits. 
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2.  A RAW Video (c’mon, keep it clean now) 
 
This just happens to be the acronym of Rapid Article Writing; I’m just having a little fun with 
you. I’ve given you the link there to a YouTube video that’s been up for about a year, and it 
walks you through, among other things, four steps for rapid article writing. Go look at that later, 
and enjoy. www.YouTube.com/watch?v=3lNrL1m8JRg  
 
A couple of things about this video and the importance of driving traffic with video articles, and 
you’ll be hearing a whole lot more about that in coming days from myself and Mike Stewart – in 
a year, this one little obscure video in this tiny little obscure niche of article marketing on the 
topic of internet marketing has received 2,350 views.  
 
There’s links in the video on the screen in the lower third coming back to my websites and 
blogs, and there’s links in the description coming back to my website and blogs. There could 
very well be people on this call that came in because they saw this video. 
 
Here’s another way to drive traffic, I’ll give you a little freebee here, a little side lesson – for the 
keywords Rapid Article Writing Strategies, this video is number one on YouTube and has been 
for several months, bringing me traffic over and over again for a three-minute video, and when 
I say three minutes, I was looking at it this morning, it’s three minutes. It’s 3:00 minutes right 
there. 
 
And for the keywords Article Writing, it’s number four. For two sets of keywords it’s number 
one, for one set of keywords in my niche it’s number four. You need to do this stuff to drive 
traffic in. 
 
Turn the page from page 3 to page 4, and we are going to dive in. 
 

3.  Every single tip in my tool bag based on 15 years of Article Writing(that I can 
think of or remember, anyway) 
 
Right in front of me right now I’ve got 21 listed. Some others may pop up while we talk, so get 
ready. Flex your fingers, crack your knuckles, if you’re going to type or write, get your 
pens/pencils ready if you’re going to write on this sheet of paper, and your fingers ready if 
you’re going to type. 
 
We’re going to start slow with some basic stuff. Some of it is mindset, and then we’re going to 
rapidly progress into tips and tools that will help you write more articles in less time. 
Remember, the reason you want more articles is the greater your number of your articles, the 
greater all your other numbers will be.

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I would write that quote down somewhere and stick it on my computer or stick it somewhere. 
The greater the number of your articles, the greater all your other numbers will be. Folks, I’m 
giving you one of the keys to the kingdom here. If you want to increase any of your numbers, all 
the way from prospects to profits, write more articles. Here’s how. 
 
1.  Begin. 
 
It sounds so simple, but I would even venture to guess there are people on this call that haven’t 
done this yet. Begin.  
 
It all starts there. Quit procrastinating, quit putting it off, next time you sit down to write your 
first article and you’re tempted to put it off, tell yourself you’ll procrastinate later, and you’ll do 
it now. Procrastinate about procrastinating, and just get it done now. Start. You’ll find out how 
easy it can be and how powerful it can be. 
 
2.  Don’t rest on your laurels. 
 
Your first article is not your hardest. You know what your hardest article is? It’s your second, 
because people put so much into getting that first one done and they celebrate and then rest, 
and rest on their laurels and that doesn’t work so good. 
 
The quote I put out on Twitter this morning was “If you think what you did yesterday was big, 
then you haven’t done enough today,” something like that by Lou Holtz. Don’t rest on your 
laurels. Begin to get in the flow. Get in the flow by doing your next article and your next article 
and your next article, because once you get in the flow if this and you begin to see the benefit, 
you keep staying in the flow. 
 
3.  Article eyes, Article-ize 
 
Once you get in the flow of this, those of you that struggle with ideas, I want you to write down 
two phrases: Article eyes, Article-ize, because once you get in the flow of this you begin to see 
your niche, your clients, your members, your students, your patients, whatever you call them, 
you begin to see your niche and the people in it through Article eyes, and then you begin to see 
your world and your experience through Article eyes.  
 
That gives you a really cool benefit. You are then able to article-ize everything in your world: 
your niche, your topics, the questions, the struggles, the people, and things you see every day. 
This creates a very large volume of articles, which leads to number 4. 
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4.  Making article writing a routine part of each day.  
 
Part of that is finding the time when you’re the most creative, when you write the best. I can sit 
down and write an article anytime when the ideas come. My absolutely best time, though, is 
first thing in the morning. I’ll often set that up, either the day before or the night before, by 
creating a title and a few thoughts about an article and then it’s waiting for me when I come 
back to it the next day. 
 
Get in a routine. Most days I’ve got an article submitted to EzineArticles by 8:00 or 9:00 each 
morning, which means my major traffic generation is done before 8:00 each morning or 9:00 
each morning. When you do what we’re talking about today, you’ll be able to do that. You’ll get 
in the flow and you’ll be able to write 300 words in 30 minutes or less.  
 
Challenge me on this. Trust me on this. Try me on this as you get into a routine. What that’ll 
eventually lead to for many of you is number 5. 
 
5.  An article a day.  
 
An article a day keeps recession away. An article a day keeps the bill collectors away. An article 
a day. Yeah, of course I take some days off. I took a month off actually between part of 
February and part of March because I was involved in so many other things. 
 
And when the article challenge kind of came out of nowhere about two weeks ago, I thought, 
well, you know, if I’m going to not only be part of this challenge but I’m going to lead this 
challenge I better get writing again. I’ve been doing an article a day for several days now. It’s 
easy to do. Some of you are scoffing. It’s easy to do. 
 
An article a day keeps recession away, because when you’re putting your information out there 
that often and again, remember, you’re going to hear me say this a million times today, count 
them, a million times today, the more articles you have out there the greater all your other 
numbers will be: your traffic, your prospects, your publicity, and your profits. You want to make 
more money? Write more articles. Bottom line. 
 
Number 6 and number 7 are related. 
 
6.  Use article writing templates.  
 
Use either mine, someone else’s, or ones you create. As long as you’re using something, 
because what a template allows you to do, instead of having to stare at a blank screen or a 
blank piece of paper, the template gives you the structure in which you plug your information 
or your expertise, so it’s plug and play. You just plug it in. 
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I took my best selling templates off the market on Monday because I have come up with a 
different way to deliver them with www.10BuckTemplates.com. Many of you already have 
them. If you’re in the club, you’ve got access to all the templates even though I took them off 
the market, and you’ve got access to the $10 Buck Template club. People in AMTC have access 
to tall that. 
 
Let’s run back through where we’ve been.  
 

¶ Begin 

¶ Get in the flow 

¶ Article-ize 

¶ Make it a routine 

¶ An article a day 

¶ Use templates, whether they’re mine, someone else’s, or ones you create for yourself. 
Use them and then you don’t have to worry about a blank screen. You’ve already got 
words up there. You’re just plugging in your information. 

 
8. If you’ve got a set of the templates, do what I call RUN the templates. 
 
Pull out the templates, look at the first one, or the first one that grabs you, write an article 
about it. Then grab another template and write an article based on that. If you run through the 
current set of templates that are available to you right now, that’s 36 or 37 articles. I think that 
would keep you occupied for a little bit. 
 
9.  The endless list of tips. 
 
This is one of the most powerful and far-reaching tips that I use. That’s what you’ll listen to and 
see in the video from number 2, the Rapid Article Writing video. It’s broken down into four 
steps to create an endless list of tips.  
 

¶ Write a list of tips, as many tips in your niche and in your topic as you can possibly think 
of. Just brainstorm them.  

 

¶ Based on that list, write a few lines for each tip. Jot down a few thoughts or a few lines 
for each tip. 

 

¶ Take all those tips and bundle them into articles.  
 
They could be 3-tip articles, 5-tip articles, 7-tip articles that you hear me talk about all the time, 
take those tips that you’ve already listed out – let’s say you came up the first time you

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brainstorm with 31 tips. If you’re going to write 7-tips articles, boom, that’s three articles plus a 
few extra tips. 
 
This is the golden one, folks. This is the one that will give you an endless amount of tips and an 
endless list of articles – 
 

¶ Keep adding to the tips list.  
 
Keep adding tips as you think of others. As you write your articles and think of other tips, jot 
them down. As you’re going about your day working with your clients, working with your niche, 
working with your expertise, write down other tips that come. 
 
I have a notebook in which I put tips about all the things that article marketing does: content 
creation, traffic generation, list building, marketing messages and product creation. Every time I 
think of one, I stick it on that list somehow because I want that list to keep growing. 
 
10.  Repurpose your old stuff. 
 
If you’ve got old written material around, turn it into an article. If you’ve been producing a 
newsletter for a while and writing notes or articles in there, turn those into articles. Old blog 
posts. When I first discovered article directories in the spring of 2005, to that time I had written 
a weekly column for 11 years, so I had a backlog of material that I could put in to EzineArticles. 
 
It’s blog posts, newsletters, columns if you wrote one for someone. It could also be something 
as simple as answers to emails. As your clients or your customers ask you questions and you 
email them the information, there you go, there’s an article there. Every question you answer is 
an article. Repurpose your old stuff. 
 
 11. Decide on, try out, and use some kind of article idea capturing system. 
 
That’s a fancy phrase for “Write it down so you remember the idea.” Don’t do this to yourself: 
you’re out and about and you’re doing other stuff, or maybe even working and you’re doing 
other stuff, “Oh, what a great idea for an article, I can’t wait to write about that later.” Deadly 
word: later. You’ll get to your computer and think, “What was that idea?”  
 
Write it down. Capture it. Record it. I keep a little notebook with me to write stuff down on. 
Both my sons are very accustomed to me saying, “Give me something to write with,” if I don’t 
have something, or “I gotta write this down.” 
 
Nowadays most people’s mobile phones have a recording device. Back when mine didn’t, there 
was one time I had an idea that I didn’t want to lose, I called my own voicemail and left myself a

message about the article idea, and then promptly forgot about it. So when I checked my 
voicemail later – it’s kind of weird to listen to a message you left for yourself that you forgot 
about, but it worked. I captured it. 
 
Get the idea down. One of the easiest ways to do it that I do now is with a flip video. “Wait a 
minute, Jeff, isn’t that for video?” Yeah. It’s video, but guess what, on your flip video it also 
picks up audio. So I’ll grab my flip video and just speak the idea into it. Later on I’ll listen to it 
and boom, I can start writing an article. Capture your ideas so you don’t lose them. 
 
12.  Craft your articles and write your articles right there in EzineArticles articles in the field 
where you submit the article body. 
 
This is a little timesaving tip, and when you’re doing article after article after article this adds 
up. Open up your EzineArticles author’s account, hit submit an article, and then just write your 
article right there in the submission field. That’s what I do. I don’t write mine in Word or any 
other kind of document, and then I’ve got to copy and paste and clean it up and this and that, 
etc, etc.  
 
I just write it right there in EzineArticles articles. If I don’t finish it I hit Save Draft, and it’s there 
for me. It’s a huge timesaving device. 
 
13.  Write a schedule of your articles. 
 
This is one of the things that helped me write a lot of articles weekly when I did that, and I still 
do that, but when I was doing it locally in Tallahassee to build my practice I just got out a 
calendar, or wrote the weeks down on a sheet of paper, and wrote article titles out there and 
article ideas. I had a schedule to go by. 
 
I had a deadline enforced upon me. My article had to be into the newspaper. To be published 
on Monday it had to be in by noon on Friday. I had a deadline, a schedule imposed upon me. 
You can impose your own schedule on yourself. “This article’s got to be done by so and so. This 
article’s got to be out by so and so.” 
 
One of the ways to turn up the pressure a little bit on you about that is to tell other people, 
announce it to your list on your blog, or announce it on Twitter that it’s coming, and then 
you’ve got some deadline pressure on yourself. So if you don’t have a deadline that’s already 
imposed upon you, create your own.  
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14.  List titles 
 
I talked about writing a list of article ideas, of article tips. As titles come to you, keep a separate 
list of titles. This is powerful because once you start writing an article based on a title often 
times it’ll go in a different direction or change a bit, now you’ve got a couple articles where you 
just had one. So as titles come to mind, write out your list of titles. Keep a list of titles. 
 
I hope by now your head’s spinning with ideas of how you can write more articles in less time 
and the more articles you’ve got out there the greater your number of articles, the greater all 
your other numbers will be: prospects, publicity, and profits. 
 
15.  To quote Alex Mandossian, Write with your Mouth, not with your Hands. 
 
Another one of my favorites, it’s playing off the old great M&M commercial, right? Melts in 
your mouth, not in your hands. This is, write with your mouth, not with your hands. Hold a 
teleseminar, or you could even just do a recording by yourself. But while you’re doing it, you 
might as well invite people, right? Spread the word, make a little bit of money. 
 
Hold a teleseminar, record it, transcribe it, and turn that transcription into articles. From this 
teleseminar that I’m doing right now that’s being recording, that will be transcribed, how many 
articles do you think I’m going to get out of this? At least 21, right? And all the other things 
we’re talking about. In the typical 60-minute teleseminar that’s recorded and transcribed, I can 
pull 8 to 12 more articles around that topic out of that teleseminar. 
 
Will they be saying the same thing over and over again? No, because you’re going to go off in 
different directions, etc, etc. With a list teleseminar like this, I know I’ve got 21 articles here, 
and probably a nice little audio or a nice little e-book product from these 21 tips. 
 
Here’s an example within an example: As I’ve been talking, I’ve been thinking of other ones I 
forgot, so I’m adding to my list, so we’re not going to quit at 21. Shake your fingers out, stretch 
a little bit. We’re just getting started. 
 
Let’s go through the first 14 in case you missed anything, or in case you just joined us.  
 
Tip number 1: begin. Get started. Procrastinate about procrastinating. Next time you’re 
tempted to put off article writing, tell yourself you’ll procrastinate later and you’ll do it now. 
 
Number 2: That helps you get in the flow. Keep it going. Write that first one, write that second 
one.  
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Number 3: Article eyes, Article-ize. As you begin to see the world through article eyes you’ll 
begin to be able to article-ize your niche and your information. 
 
Number 4: create a routine. Make it part of each day. Figure out, test it, try it, when’s the best 
time for you to write? Protect that time and craft an article, 30 minutes a day, 300 words or 
less. Do you have 30 minutes a day that you can carve out to write an article? Skip the news. 
Write an article. You’ll feel better. Plus, if anything big happens, somebody’s going to tell you.  
 
Number 5: an article a day. Craft an article a day. Do that for a while just to see the results. An 
article a day keeps recession away. 
 
Number 6: use templates. Mine, someone else’s, your own, plug and play with your 
information. 
 
Number 7: run the templates, whether you’re using mine, someone else’s or your own, run 
them through. Every template you’ve got, write an article about it. Go back through again. Go 
back through again. Go back through again. You’ll never run out of ideas when you do that. 
 
Number 8: endless list of tips. Make a list of very possible tip you can think of and keep adding 
to it, kind of like I’m doing in the middle of this call. 
 
Number 9: repurpose your old stuff. Old blog posts, old newsletters, old traditional hardcopy 
columns, answers to questions from people in your list community. Repurpose that stuff. Turn 
it into an article. 
 
Number 10: find a way to capture your article ideas. Write them down, speak it into your flip 
camera or another recording device, whatever it takes to capture the ideas so you don’t have 
that awful experience of sitting down and going, “You know, I had a really good idea this 
morning. I wonder what it was.” 
 
Number 11: write your articles right in the EzineArticles submission box. That’s a time saver. 
 
Number 12: create for yourself a schedule of articles and a deadline by which you’ve got to 
have them in. 
 
Number 13: make a list of titles of topics and titles you want to cover.  
 
Number 14: do teleseminars, just like this, have it recorded, have it transcribed, and pull articles 
from there. This teleseminar is rich in articles for me. You can do the same thing. 
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15.  Write article sets 
 
Write in what Chris Knight, the CEO of EzineArticles, calls article sets. Let’s say you sit down to 
write an article and you’re writing about it, you’re writing that article and you get a slightly 
different idea on that topic, put it aside, and then write that article when you finish the first 
one. Writing in article sets allows you to write more articles in less time. 
 
16.  Set some goals for yourself 
 
The group of people that are in the www.100Articles100Days.com marathon challenge have set 
a massive goal, 100 articles in 100 days. And I am so amazed with the folks over there and the 
action that’s being taken, and the creativity and the support. Set goals for yourself. If it’s writing 
your first one before your head this the pillow tonight, yay for you if you do it. Yay for you if you 
do it. Set goals for yourself: three in three days. How many do you want to do in April?  
 
Remember, the reason for setting these goals here is that the more articles you’ve got, the 
more of everything else you’ve got. That’s a different way of saying it. The more articles you’ve 
got, the more of everything else you’ve got, including prospects, publicity, and profits, and I 
would add freedom to that list.  
 
The more articles I write, the more times I discipline myself to get that content out there, the 
more freedom I have to live and create the lifestyle I want to do, and the same with you.  
 
There is not one single week in April in which I am here in Atlanta for an entire week. And that 
doesn’t worry me about my business, it excites me at many levels, and I know the business will 
keep on running because those articles are out there, 1,204 as of this morning that are out 
there working for me. International Article Agents all over the world working for me 24/7, they 
never ask for a raise, they never complain, and they just do their job. You can have the same 
result. 
 
17.  Set goals within your own niche on EzineArticles articles. 
 
This one comes out of setting goals, but it’s a specific goal. Folks, this is golden, what I’m about 
to teach you to do. You want to find out who the top-10 authors in your niche are? Here’s how 
you do it. You open up your EzineArticles account. You go to your account, and you go to your 
author’s area. Click on Author Tools  View my Article Reports. Or you click on Live Articles. 
You get the list of your articles. 
 
Click on one of our articles, open up your article, not in Draft or Edit form, but in View form, 
and now you’re seeing your own article on EzineArticles. Up at the top of that screen, and I’m 
going to do it right now, I’m going to walk you through it as I do it. I’ve opened up my

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EzineArticles Author’s area, and I’m going to click on the fourth choice across the top. Author 
Tools  View my Article Reports  Click on an article.  
 
It’s going to take me to how that article shows up on EzineArticles. You can do the same thing. 
Just click on your own articles, look at how it shows up on EzineArticles. Above the title, you will 
see a string of blue text. You’ll see Home, Topic, and the Subtopic under which you’re writing. 
You click on that subtopic and it takes you to a page listing articles in your topic. 
 
We’ve gone like this, we’ve gone to your Author’s Area Author Tools View my Article 
Reports  click on one of your articles. Up at the top of that article, above the title is the 
category of your article. Those last words in that category list are the ones you click on. It takes 
you to a list of articles in your niche. 
 
In the top right-hand corner of that page, it will tell you top authors in whatever your niche is. 
Click on that link that says Top Authors. You get a list of the top 10 authors in your niche.  
 
What can you do with that? Many, many things. One, challenge yourself, see how many articles 
the number 10 person has if you’re not in that list and set a goal to get in the top 10.  
 
And then set goals to climb that top 10. How many do I have to get to go from number 10 to 
number 9 and on up. 
 
Here’s some tips within a tip. We’ll call this 17a, b, and c.  
 
See what other people are writing about in your niche and do better. 
 
With the things I teach you, the way I teach you to craft articles, you can and will do better than 
a lot of the junk that’s out there. See what other people are writing, learn a little bit about your 
niche, and do a better job. 
 
So 17 is look at the top 10 authors in EzineArticles in your niche and set some goals to, if you’re 
not in the top 10, get in the top 10, what do you have to do be number 10? This is not as hard 
to do as it may sound, because a lot of those people are not constantly writing articles, so 
they’re sitting there at the number they’re at, and you can meet it, exceed it, and then climb 
the top 10. 
 
18.  Frequent the EzineArticles blog www.EzineArticles.com/blog  
 
Chris is often giving tips about article titles, article topics, and occasionally coming up with a 
template. Frequent that blog for ideas. Also, see the conversation that’s going on over there 
and participate in it. It helps spread your name.

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19.  Participate in challenges like this. 
 
I know there’s some people in the AMTC that aren’t over doing the 100 Article challenge yet. 
Get your butt over there. Come on. Get some extra support from the folks over there. They’re 
just amazing. I mean peer pressure doesn’t stop when you’re 17. Think about it. Those of us 
that are parents, we’re concerned about the people our kids hang with, right? Why? Because 
the people our kids hang with influence them. 
 
Where do you think that stops? Age 17? 21? 30? 40? No, it’s forever. Hang with some 
motivated people that are going to hold you accountable and challenge yourselves, and 
challenge and support each other. 
 
20.   Do market research in line at the grocery store. 
 
You can do excellent article writing research at Wal-Mart, Costco, Kroger, Publix, Safeway, 
whatever grocery store or mass store is around you. As you stand in line checking out and they 
have all those last minute magazines that they want you buy, look at the article titles.  
 
Those magazines spend hundreds and thousands of dollars on market research to find out what 
readers want to read so they will buy the magazine. Benefit from those hundreds or thousands 
of dollars. Notice the titles, write better articles, or at least use the title structure. 
 
Sometime in the last few months on a training call one of my screen captures as part of the 
action guide was the cover of that month’s Readers Digest, because every single article title on 
that cover was a great article title, no matter your niche. How to, 7 Ways, Danger Signs, etc, etc. 
 
Do a little bit of market research standing there in line at the grocery store, and then check with 
your accountant because maybe the trip could be a write-off. Definitely, the purchase of the 
magazine, as you’re doing market research. 
 
21. Other people’s articles. 
 
This is a little deeper of what we went into in number 17. Read other people’s articles from 
EzineArticles articles in your niche, in magazines in your niche, don’t depend on your own brain. 
If you think the same things you’ve always thought, you’re going to get the same results you’ve 
always gotten. Get some new thoughts, some other people’s thoughts, and learn from them. At 
least let it jog your mind for other ideas. 
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Then challenge yourself. Say, “Okay, that’s a good topic, but I can do better than that.” Folks, 
that one little thing, seeing an article that was done okay and then thinking, “I can do better 
than that,” is what got me writing after I was told that I couldn’t. 
 
Back when I was a therapist and half of my practice was teenagers and their parents, I read an 
article by a guy named John Rosemond, who’s a parenting writer, who has a lot of accurate 
stuff, but the guy must have swallowed like turpentine because he just gets kind of mean 
sometimes and even his pictures look that way.  
 
I remember reading those articles and thinking, “That’s good stuff, but I can do better.” 
Challenge yourself, “That’s good stuff, but I can do better.” Write better articles. Use the ideas 
and write better articles. 
 
Let me go back through those last seven, and then I’m going to go through all 21, and then I’m 
going to give you a couple of bonus ones. For those of you that weren’t able to write them all 
down, and this audio’s going to be available to you, both in the AMTC and the 100 Articles, so 
you can go back and learn from this.  
 

¶ Begin.  

¶ Get in the flow. 

¶ Article eyes, article-ize.  

¶ Create a routine, make it part of each day. A regular writing time.  

¶ An article a day.  

¶ Use templates. 

¶ Run templates.  

¶ Endless list of tips.  

¶ Repurpose old stuff. 

¶ Capture your article ideas, create a system for that.  

¶ Write your articles right in the EzineArticles submission box.  

¶ Create a schedule of articles for yourself. 

¶ Make a list of titles. 

¶ Do eleseminars, record them, transcribe them, turn them into articles.  

¶ Write in article sets.  

¶ Set goals for yourself.  

¶ Set goals for yourself within the EzineArticles niche to be in the top 10 or number one, 
or climb the top 10 in your niche.  

¶ Check out the EzineArticles blog for ideas.  
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¶ become involved in challenges, something formal like this, the 100 Article, 100 Days 
challenge, or with you and someone else or other challenges that go out there. 

¶ Get your ideas from the grocery store. Benefit from other people’s market research.  

¶ Benefit from other people’s article. Get ideas, do better than theirs. 
 
Bonus Idea: Here is part of my article writing protocol. This morning, when I wrote the article, I 
think it was, Article Marketing Tips: How to Write Articles Right or Else, something like that – I  
wrote it and submitted it to EzineArticles.  
 
I don’t consider myself done at that point. Here’s something that helps me write in article sets, 
helps me write an article a day, helps me never run out of ideas. I don’t consider that process 
done until I’ve started the next article.  
 
At the very minimum a working title, a working idea, and a few lines or tips or bullet points in 
the body of that article. And then I save it in Draft in EzineArticles. At the very least, that article 
is waiting for me the next day or the next time I sit down to crank out an article. It sparks the 
ideas.  
 
What often happens, and will happen to you, I want to happen to you because you’ll get more 
articles out there this way, is you’ve got the working title, you’ve got a few tips, the brain juices 
are flowing and boom, you go ahead and just finish the article, and then another and another. 
At some point, you stop and leave another one for the next day. 
 
I promised you 21. There’s 22 at least, and I gave you a lot of sub-tips within those 21.  
 
Let me ask you something, you’ve heard me say a whole lot of times in this call, the greater the 
number of your articles, the greater all your other numbers will be. Do you want more traffic? 
Do you want more prospects? Do you want more publicity? Do you want more profit? Do you 
want more listeners? Do you want more money in your bank account? Write more articles. Do 
you want more freedom? Write more articles.  It’s as simple as that.  
 
Let me ask you a question, and this is something I want to burn into your brain and think about 
this, and then take action on it. “What if I grabbed one of these tips and ran with it today 
before my head hit the pillow tonight and I took action on it?” 
 
“What if I took all 22 tips that Jeff just gave me, and all the other sub-tips within there, and took 
action on every one?” What do you think could happen? You’d get more prospects, you’d get 
more publicity, and you’d get more profits. Simple as that. 
 
I hope your head is spinning by now. Many people over on Twitter are saying it is.
